The club would welcome an invitation to someone’s home for a get-together. The host could specify the number of people.  The event could be held in conjunction with a special event such as Super Bowl or St. Patrick’s Day, etc. or just any time.
It was suggested that the club try to attend the dress rehearsal of a local theater group.  The group might or might not perform in the nude, but attendees would be free to strip to watch the performance. Of course the theater would be closed to the public for this performance.

(Note: We have been in contact with a Columbus theater group which plays at a theater called “Mad Lab” in downtown Columbus. They are quite interested in cooperating with us for such an event. More details will be provided in a separate email, but hold January 21, 2009 on your calendar!

Dues
It was agreed to keep the membership fee at $20.00, but change the swims fees  from $5.00 / $10.00 to $7.50 / $15.00 starting January 1, 2009. However, a person may purchase a “Season Pass” membership for $55.00 which would include the $20.00 dues plus a $5.00 fee for each swim. (7 swims x $5.00 = $35.00 = $20.00 dues = $55.00.  For these members, there would be no charge at the door for a swim.  In this way, a member could retain the $5.00 swim fee, but the club would have the cash in advance. There would be no refunds for missed swims. This will take effect for each person at the time of membership renewal.  Those holding current memberships will still pay $5.00 for a swim until their membership expires.  The $15.00 fee for non-members will take effect January 1, 2009.
